There were nearly a dozen
top apologists from all over the country
including, Lee Strobel, Dr. William Lane
Craig, Shawn McDowell, and Greg
Koukl.

One of the most inspiring mes-
sages came from Dr. William Lane
Craig. In his message “Why We Need
Apologetics” he made several key points

Apologetics is needed to com-
municate the gospel. Today we are in a
post-Christian culture. The gospel is
never heard in isolation but in the contex
of the culture and its ideas. The culture
of our day considers the gospel a fairy
tale and the challenges of our culture
must be addressed.

Second, apologetics is needed
strengthen believers. Emotions can only
take one so far. Sooner or later a be-
liever needs answers and reasons for
their faith in Christ.

Finally, apologetics is needed
for evangelism. Jesus, the Apostles and
early Church Fathers all engaged in the
defense of the faith. The individuals
most interested in apologetics are doc-
tors, lawyers, scientists, and engineers.
These represent key leaders in our soci-
ety today. It was a message that was er
gaging and inspiring.
